IF THE VALUE OF YOUR TANGIABLE PERSONAL PROPERTY IS ABOVE $25,000 YOU ARE REQUIRED TO FILE. 
First time filers, new business and/or deleted accounts cannot use the INFORMATION UPDATE FORM and will need to file a DR-405.  If you are unsure if your account is deleted or active, also if you are entitled to a widow’s, widowers or disability exemption on personal property (not already claimed on real estate) consult your Property Appraiser Tangible Personal Property Department.  The DR-405 forms are available from the Property Appraisers Office and on line at www.qublic.net/franklin.   
IF you have an active account with the Property Appraiser office, have realized a value filing error or have added Tangible Personal Property since January 1, 2011 increasing the value of your Tangible Personal Property above the exemption limit of $25,000, as of January 1, 2012, you will be required to file the DR-405. Put your contact information updates in spaces provided on the DR-405 and return it to the Property Appraisers office by April 1, 2012.
Failure to file a return as required may result in the loss of the exemption, as well as application of penalties pursuant to chapter 196.183 and 193.072, Florida Statute.
IF you have an active account, have or have not added Tangible Personal Property since January 1, 2011, and the value of your Tangible Personal Property is still $25,000 or below on January 1, 2012, use the Franklin County INFORMATION UPDATE FORM to keep your business information current in our file.  Please fill out the Information Update Form below and mail the entire form in by April 1, 2012.
