 It’s that time of year again! 

January 1st – March 1st is the deadline to file for Homestead Exemption, Senior Exemption, and Real Property Tax Exemptions for the new 2010 tax year. 
If you are currently receiving Homestead Exemption in Franklin County you DO NOT need to come in to the office to re-apply. Homestead Exemption renewal cards are sent out by the Property Appraiser’s Office in January of every year. If you still qualify for this Exemption keep the card for your records. There is no need to re-apply. If you no longer qualify for the Homestead Exemption, sign and return the card to the Property Appraiser’s Office.
The Senior Exemption Application has to be renewed every year due to the income limitations set by the Florida Department of Revenue.
