MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY APRIL 01, 2009

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present. 

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the March 4th, 2009 meeting. Motion made by Mrs. Bishop to approve. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the March 18th, 2009 called meeting. Motion made by Mrs. Bishop to amend minutes to include statement saying that county attorney Rick Lawson had reviewed the form to be given to each conservation use applicant and that he saw nothing wrong with it’s use. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was Robert Southwell. Mr. Southwell has property in a conservation use covenant and he thinks there may be a possibility of selling the county dirt for the landfill. His question to the board was would this breach his covenant? After a brief discussion, no motions were made and no action was taken. 

Next item on the agenda was Leger and Sons Inc. Mr.Greg Leger asked the board to exempt personal property owned by Leger and Sons and used on Greg Leger Farms.

Mr. Quick explained to the Board the GA. Code 48-5-41.1(a) (2) does not allow for this property to be exempted. After a brief discussion, no motion was made and no action was taken.

The next item on the agenda was the approval of homestead exemption applications filed thru March 31st, 2009. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve the applications as submitted. Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the review and approval of CUVA applications.

Mr. Powell made a motion that the applications be approved. Second by Mrs.Bishop. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the CUVA application of Wynette Sirmons. Mrs. Sirmons purchased property in 2009 and was allowed to apply for conservation use in error. The recording fee was collected and this application was recorded in the Clerk’s Office.

Motion made by Mr. Powell to request the recording fee be returned to Mrs. Sirmons and notify her of the error. Mrs. Sirmons must also sign the release, which will be recorded in the Clerk’s Office. Second by Mrs. Bishop. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning the educational requirements for the upcoming year. No motions made. No action taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning the Office Policies and Procedures and the Office Protocols documents presented to the Board by Mr. Quick.  Mr. Quick was instructed not to give the staff copies of these documents at this time. The Board needs more time to review. It will be added to the current policies and procedures that when an employee is disciplined or reprimanded that the employee will be give a written copy explaining the action and the employee must sign the document stating they had received a copy of same.   

 There was a brief discussion about the 2008 and the 2009 ratio studies. No motions were made and no action was taken.
