The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present with the exception of Mr. Powell. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present

First item on the agenda was the welcoming of Hal Carter Jr. to the board replacing Gladys Bishop.

Next item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for March 03, 2010 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Jackson to approve. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Next item discussed was monies turned in to the finance department. Checks totaling $21.00, no cash and no coins for the month of March.

Next item on the agenda was the approval of the homestead exemption applications received between March 02, 2010 and April 01, 2010. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried

Next item on the agenda was the approval of the conservation use applications. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve the applications as submitted with the exception of the Monty W. and Susan S. Rogers Foundation Inc. due to untimely filing. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a request from Perlis Realty to combine parcels at the Pine Hills Country Club that have no access from the public roads into one parcel. Motion made by Mr. Hill to combine lots into one parcel. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a tax return from S & R Super Store. This return was sent to Cook County and they faxed it to us after April first. The Board agreed that this return was not timely filed with our office and penalties apply.

Next item on the agenda was a request from Power of Deliverance Church fox tax exemption on two parcels located on north 7th Street. After reviewing the Georgia Code 

Mr. Hill made a motion to deny the request. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried

Next item on the agenda was a request for refund from 21st Mortgage on a mobile home that was reprocessed and move to Tift County prior to January 01, 2010. 21st Mortgage paid taxes to Crisp County that was due to Tift County. Motion made by Mr. Jackson to send letter to County Administrator advising him that the mobile home was not located in Crisp County in 2010 and that the taxes should be paid to Tift County. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.
