CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

CALLED MEETING

THURSDAY APRIL 29, 2010

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.

First item on the agenda was to approve the 2010 index factor for the FLPA. Motion made by Mr. Powell to use .9999 for the 2010 index factor. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a discussion of the 2010 WinGap consolidation report.

After a review and brief discussion a motion was made by Mr. Hill to use the current data to send the 2010 assessment notices and send the data to Tailored Business Systems, Inc. to compile a preliminary 2010 consolidation report. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried. Mr. Quick stated that he plans to mail notices Friday April 30, 2010 making the last day for appeals June14, 2010.

There was a brief discussion concerning SB346 and how it will impact the office.

No motions made, no action taken.

Next item on the agenda was the approval of CUVA application for continuing the covenant of Miriam D. Spikes. Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning the denial of the request for exemption by Power of Deliverance Church. The Board recommended asking the county attorney for an opinion on this request.

There was a brief discussion concerning the request to transfer funds within our budget for the purpose of purchasing new computers. The County Administrator approved the request and five new Dell computers have been ordered.  

There was a discussion concerning requesting the transfer of funds to purchase a copy machine which will copy, fax, print, scan plus other options. The Board approved making the request to the Administrator.

Mr. Quick advised the Board that the Finance Department and Gene Crapse has been pressuring to get a copy of the proposed 2010-2011 budget and it has been forwarded to them.

There was a brief discussion concerning the relocation of the office to the second floor. Plans are to move on Tuesday May 04. Due to the move the May meeting will be changed to Wednesday May 12.
