MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY AUGUST 10, 2011
The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.  
First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the July 06, 2011 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Carter to approve. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was monies turned in to the Finance department for the month of July. Cash $30.00, coins $2.50, and checks $500.00. Mr. Quick advised the Board that a request was made for a copy of the digital files of the aerial photography and a fee of $500.00 was charged for the data.

Next item on the agenda was a discussion concerning the appeals. Mr. Quick

advised the Board that as of today 136 appeals are active.  About fifty are from one property owner. Thirty-one have already been scheduled with the B.O.E. with those hearing beginning next week. After a brief discussion the Board agreed to adjust the valuation of Leon Bailey to $245,297, Lee Slade to $307,229, Heritage Oaks Apartments to $1,220,000 for the current year.

The Board agreed to table the Stone Mountain appeals until the September meeting. The Board agreed to allow Wylene Maddox to appeal due to the notice of assessment being mailed to the wrong address and she never received the notice.

Next item on the agenda was an update on the 2011 digest. Mr. Quick advised the Board that the tax commissioner has requested an extension to file the digest until September 01, 2011 and the request was granted  

Next item on the agenda was an educational update. Mr. Quick advised the Board that he and Mr. Hill attended the summer conference July 17 thru 21. Mr. Powell and Mr. Hunt attended course 1A in Moultrie August 1st thru 5th.

Next item on the agenda was a request from Melissa Sangster to reinstate her homestead exemption for 2010 and 2011. After a brief discussion the Board agreed the she was not eligible for the exemption for 2010 and did not sign for the new exemption within a timely manor for 2011.

Next item on the agenda was the conservation use covenant of Milton Hall. Mr. Hall applied for the covenant during the appeal period in lieu of appealing the value. Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.   

There was a brief discussion concerning the 2011-2012 budget. Mr. Quick pointed out that at least for the time being all requested items have been approved with the exception of the travel and educational accounts. 

The requested travel budget was reduced from $5590.00 to $ 3000.00 and the educational budget was reduced from $1990.00 to $1800.00. Mr. Powell made a motion that the Board re-address the budget line item by line item and reduce it by three and one-half percent (3.5%) including salaries of the Board and employees. Motion failed for a lack a second. Mr. Hill made a motion to decline the COLA adjustment for the current year. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried. 

Next item on the agenda was a discussion of the 2010 ratio study. Mr. Quick provided the Board with a copy of the study. The 2010 over all ratio is 34.78. Mr. Quick explained that upon completion of the current revaluation program the ratio should be closer to 40.00 for the 2012 tax year.
There was a brief discussion concerning the current revaluation project. Mr. Quick advised the Board that as of July 31, 6700 parcels have been reviewed and the data entry has been completed on 4500 parcels. An invoice for $9165.00 was presented for August payment. A motion was made by Mr. Carter to approve the invoice less a 10% retainage.  Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a request for refund from Ralph and Jackie Hayslip. Mr. Quick informed the Board that for the years 2008, 2009 and 2010 the Hayslips have been assessed and billed for a well and septic which is not on their property. A memo was sent to the County Administrator advising that the request be granted. 

Next item on the agenda was the Assessor Certificates. Mr. Quick informed the Board that upon notification of Mr. Powell’s passing course 1A the entire Board will be certified. 

Motion made by Mr. Carter to adjourn. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.
