 MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY DECEMBER 01, 2010

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for November 03, 2010 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried. 

Next item on the agenda was the Public Utilities valuations. Mr. Quick advised the Board that he had received the Public Utilities valuations and assessment notices from the Department of Revenue. Mr. Quick recommended that the values be approved and the assessment notices be mailed as soon as possible. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the Dan Hopkins appeals. Mr. Quick advised the Board that a hearing date of December 09, 2010 has been set to hear Mr. Hopkins appeals. No motions made. No action taken.

Mr. Quick advised the Board that a hearing date for the Norbord appeals still has not been set.

Next item on the agenda was a request for refund of taxes by Oscar Hauesler. Mr. Hauesler has been assessed for an equipment shed on his property for a number of years. The shed is actually owned by his neighbor. Motion made by Mr. Powell to recommend to the County Commission that a refund be granted for the past three years. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a discussion of Melvine H Stewart’s local homestead exemption. After a brief discussion, Mr. Powell made a motion that Ms. Stewart be granted the local exemption for 2010 upon her bringing in her copy of the form. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.  

Next Item discussed was the personal property audit of MBM. Mr. Quick informed the Board that MBM has failed to comply with request for information. Mr. Quick suggested that the records be subpoenaed as soon as possible in order to complete the audit. Motion made by Mr. Powell to allow the Chairman to sign the subpoena and have it served as soon as possible. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.  

Mr. Quick advised the Board that the Tax Commissioner was changing vendors for her digest support. Manatron will be her new support. The change will not take place until after January 01, 2011. Mr. Quick informed the board that the prebill mobile home data is ready to be sent as soon as the Tax Commissioner requests it. 

There was a brief discussion concerning education and training. No motions made. No action taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning the personal property verification program contract with Traylor Business Services. Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve and sign the contract, forward to the County Commission, and request that they do the same. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.

Mr. Quick presented the Board with copies of proposed changes in the Department of Revenue Rules and Regulations. No motions made. No action taken.
