MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY  DECEMBER 07, 2011
The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present with the exception of Mr. Hunt. Mr. Carter was also absent for the first part of the meeting. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the November 02, 2011 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a discussion concerning Western Finance & Lease Inc. After a brief discussion motion made by Mr. Jackson to take no action on the matter. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.    

Next item on the agenda was the Norbord appeals. Norbord has requested a meeting prior to forwarding the appeals to the Board of Equalization. Mr. Quick said he would coordinate with TBS and Norbord to arrange a meeting. 

There was a brief discussion concerning the current revaluation project. Mr. Quick advised the Board that as of November 01st 11,000 parcels have been reviewed and the data entry has been completed on just over 7000 parcels. The progress is well ahead of schedule at this point. An invoice for $9166.75 was presented for December payment. A motion was made by Mr. Hill to approve the invoice less a 10% retainage.  Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion 

carried. 

Next item on the agenda was the approval of the 2012 pre-bill mobile home digest. After a brief discussion motion made by Mr. Hill to approve the mobile home digest figures. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the Public Utilities digest. Mr. Quick advised the Board that the Public Utilities assessment notices have been mailed and that December 19th will be the last day for appeals.

Next item discussed was the appeals filed by Bob McCadams. No motions made and no action taken.

Next item discussed was the approval of Lyn Gordon’s vacation days. The Board approved her request for December 27th, 28th, and 29th.
