CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY DECEMBER 02, 2009

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present. 

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for November 02, 2009 meeting. Motion made by Mrs. Bishop to approve. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

 Next item on the agenda was the approval of the 2010 mobile home digest data. Motion made by Mrs. Bishop to approve the data pending further review by the chief appraiser as to the accuracy of the data. Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried. 

Next item on the agenda was the mailing of personal property forms. Mr. Quick advised the Board that he plans to mail the forms to property owners the last week of December.

Next item on the agenda was a discussion concerning the Norbord appeal. Mr. Quick advised the board that necessary forms have been mailed to Traylor Business Services and to Norbord in order that the property can be audited for the past three years. This information will be used in their 2009 appeal.

Next item on the agenda was the approval of the 2009 Public Utilities valuations.

Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve these values as submitted by the Department of Revenue and to use the Department of Revenues equalized ratio of 33.69%. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning the applications received for the open appraiser position. Mr. Quick advised the Board that he would like to interview several of the applicants around the first week in January 2010. No motions made. No action taken.

Next item on the agenda was a discussion with Mr. Kent Brown of Technical Appraisal

Services concerning a revaluation program for the upcoming years. Mr. Brown submitted a proposal for his company doing all the work including data entry and a proposal without doing data entry. Mr. Brown stated that the program would take approximately eighteen months to complete. After a brief discussion, no motions were made and no action was taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning the appeal of the 2008 quarter mil recovery.
