 MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY FEBRUARY 02, 2011

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.  

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for January 05, 2011 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried. 

Next item addressed was a possible breach of conservation use covenant owned by Charles W. Hobbs Jr. Property identified as map 47 parcel 3 was placed in a covenant in 2005. In 2009 Mr. Hobbs placed a residential dwelling on the property and began renting the property in 2010. When this was discovered by the field staff, Mr. Hobbs was notified by letter that this was not a conforming use per the 2005 covenant and that he had thirty (30) days to correct the error. Mr. Hobbs met with the Board today and stated that the house was not rented at the present time. With this being said and after a brief discussion the Board decided there was no action needed at this time.  Mr. Hobbs was advised that once the house was rented that a breach would occur and penalties would apply.

Next item addressed was property placed into conservation covenants that were owned by Eddie Faye Moore. There were three properties involved. Ms. Moore had transferred these properties to her relatives and retained a life estate. In 2010 Ms. Moore died which breached the covenant without penalty. In order for these properties to receive the conservation use valuation a new covenant would have to be applied for by the new owners. 

Mr. Quick advised the Board that the Tax Commissioner is changing vendors for her digest support. Manatron will be her new support. The change is in underway now. Mr. Quick informed the board that the prebill mobile home data has been sent Manatron for compilation. Manatron will also be printing and mailing the personal property reporting forms. They were mailed January 25, 2011. Mr. Quick reported that less that one thousand notices were mailed.

Mr. Quick advised the Board that during the January Gap Group meeting in Macon that it was agreed by majority vote to increase the annual dues from $1,000 to $1,500 beginning July 01, 2011.

There was a brief discussion concerning SB346 and the recent one-day seminars. Mr. Quick reminded the Board of the GAAO seminar to be held in Tifton February 03. Mr. Powell made a motion that the county cover the expense for anyone desiring to attend. 

Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning education and training. Mr. Quick advised the Board that Mr. Carter has been registered to attend the course in Tifton February 14th thru 18th.

Mr. Quick advised the Board that Lyn requested that she be allowed to join the IAAO and requested that the county pay the annual membership fee. After a brief discussion the Board declined her request due to budgetary reasons. Mr. Quick also advised the board that she requested to be allow to attend certain courses throughout the year with her paying her expenses and the county continuing to pay her for a normal work day. The Board agreed to address this issue on an individual course basis. 

There was a brief discussion of the December expense report. No motions made. No action taken. 

Mr. Quick advised the board that he has starting working on the 2011-2012 budget. The Finance Department has requested that budget worksheets be completed and returned to them by March 18, 2011. 

Mr. Quick advised that work on the 2011 digest is progressing on schedule. All real property has been reviewed for 2011 and ready for assessment notices to be mailed. Personal property returns will be accepted through April 01, 2011 with the assessment notices being mailed in last April of early May.

There was a brief discussion concerning the current revaluation project. Mr. Quick advised the Board that work has begun and an invoice for services has been received.

A motion was made by Mr. Powell to approved the current invoice for February in the amount of $9,900 less a 10% retainage. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the approval of the homestead exemption applications.

Motion made Mr. Carter to approve applications. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the approval of the conservation use applications.

Motion made Mr. Hill to approve applications. Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried.

Mr. Quick advised the Board that Winston Mixon has a conservation covenant which contained a residence that he sold to an individual not related to him. This is a non-conforming use of the covenant and therefore the covenant has been breached. Mr. Mixon has been notified.

Mr. Quick updated the Board on the status of Mr. Lamar Perlis request for an adjustment in personal property. Mr. Quick stated we are waiting on additional information from Mr. Perlis.

Mr. Quick updated the Board on the appeal filed by AG Technologies. Additional information has been provided for review. Mr. Quick stated that he has been unable to verify that the property in question has been returned in other counties. 

Next item discussed was the personal property audit of MBM. Mr. Quick informed the Board that a contact person has been located. Mr. Barry Adams has been contacted and he informed the office that the information requested has been sent to their tax representatives Duff and Phelps.  Duff and Phelps will forward the information to Traylor Business services to perform the audit. 

Motion made by Mr. Carter to adjourn. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried
