CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY JANAURY 06, 2010

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present with the exception on Mr. Powell. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present

First item on the agenda was the selection of a chairman for 2010. Motion made by Mrs. Bishop to select Mr. Hunt as chairman for 2010. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried. 

Next item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for December 02, 2009 meeting. Motion made by Mrs. Bishop to approve. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

 Next item on the agenda was a discussion of the 2010 mobile home digest data.  No motions made. No action taken.

Next item on the agenda was the mailing of personal property forms. Mr. Quick advised the Board that the printer used to print the forms was no longer working. He has contacted Tailored Business Systems and had gotten a price of sixty-nine cents ($.69) per form to print and mail each form. This includes the postage. Motion made by Mr. Hill to contract with TBS to print and mail these notices for 2010-tax year. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.
