MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY JANUARY 07, 2009

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.

First item on the agenda was the selection of chairman for 2009. Mr. Jackson made a motion to appoint Mr. Hunt as chairman for 2009. Second by Mrs. Bishop. Motion carried.

Next item was the selection of vice-chairman for 2009. Mr. Hill made a motion to appoint Mr. Powell as vice-chairman for 2009. Second by Mr. Hunt. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the appointment of secretary for 2009.

Mr. Hill made a motion to appoint Mr. Quick as secretary for 2009. Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the December 3rd meeting. Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Mr. Powell made a request that future minutes be e-mailed to those members who have e-mail. Mr. Quick stated he would do so.

There were no monies turned over to finance for the month of December.

Mr. Quick gave a brief update on the mailing of the personal property forms. The forms were mailed on Tuesday, December 30.

Mr. Quick gave an update on the personal property audits for 2009. The list of property owners has been forwarded to Traylor Business Services and the first letters have been mailed to taxpayers. 

There was a brief discussion concerning Archer Western Contractors. They are a paving contractor working on the I-75 project. They have paid taxes on personal property used on this project for 2007 and 2008 and are asking for a refund of taxes paid in 2008 due to it being a state project. Mr. Quick advised the board that under certain conditions property used on state projects could be exempt. Motion made by Mr. Powell that Mr. Quick continue to research this issue. If research confirms that they are in fact exempt, to recommend to the Board of Commissioners that taxes be refunded for the years of 2007 and 2008. Motion received no second. Mrs. Bishop motioned that if research confirms that they are in fact exempt, to recommend to the Board of Commissioners that taxes be refunded for 2008. Second by  Mr. Jackson. Mr. Hill, Mr. Jackson and Mrs. Bishop voting yea. Mr. Powell voting no. Motion carried. Mr. Quick will continue research and keep the board advised. 

Next item on the agenda was Pateville Estates. Mr. Quick stated that Ad Valorem Tax Services filed a timely return for Pateville Estates for 2008. They contend they never received an assessment notice and we cannot find a copy of one we mailed. They contend they never had an opportunity to appeal the valuation placed on the property for 2008. Mr. Quick recommended that an assessment notice be mailed since we cannot verify that a 2008 notice was in fact mailed to them. Mrs. Bishop motioned that an assessment notice be mailed. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning the educational requirements for the upcoming year. No motions made and no action taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning homestead exemptions. No motions made. No action taken.

Next item on the agenda was the review and approval of  CUVA applications.

Mr. Powell made a motion that the applications be approved. Second by Mrs. Bishop. Motion carried.
