 MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY JULY 01,  2009

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with a quorum. Members present were Mr. Jackson, Mr. Hill and Chairman Hunt. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present. 

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the June 3rd, 2009 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried. 

Next item on the agenda was monies turned into Finance June 08, 2009. A check in the amount of $ 165.00 for the sale of county maps. No cash, no coins. 

Next item on the agenda was Perimeter Partners. Perimeter Partners is seeking a refund or adjustment on the 2008 property taxes for the motel. A conversation with the manager on staff stated that the building was complete on January 01, 2008. An appraisal was made and an assessment notice was mailed. No appeal was filed. Motion made by Mr. Hill not to recommend an adjustment. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning the 2009 digest. No motions made. No action taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning education. Lyn Gordon did not take the appraiser lll exam due to illness. Melissa Perry took the appraiser l and appraiser ll exam on June 25th. No word yet on the status. Mr. Hunt, Melissa Perry and Mr. Quick are enrolled to attend the Specialized Assessments and Exempt Properties courses to be held in Tifton the later part of August. Mr. Hill is registered for the Summer Conference at Jekyll Island

July 19 thru July 23.

There was a brief discussion concerning the 2009-2010 budget. Mr. Hunt stated that he had a conversation with Commission Chairman Nance and was told that funds would be appropriated for the office to comply with state statutes. No motions made. No action taken. 

There was a brief discussion concerning Gerald Hudgins and Hudgins Holdings.  Mr. Quick contacted Mr. Hudgins by certified mail and advisesd him of the situation. Mr. Quick also talked to Mike Horne by phone on June 9th at 10:00am and advised him of the situation. No response as of today. 

 Next item on the agenda was a discussion of the on going personal property audits.

They are eight companies that have not complied with the request for information.

These companies will be issued a subpoena requiring them to present these records at the next board meeting.

The next item discussed was property owned by Roxie Bagwell and others. When the four conservation use covenants applications were printed, they were printed with the incorrect years of the covenant. They were also recorded in the Clerk’s Office with the incorrect years. Mr. Quick recommended that the owners be notified of this error and asked to sign new applications and cancel the originals. Mr. Quick also recommended that the filing fee for these applications be paid from the office budget. Motion made by Mr. Hill to request the funds for recording these four covenants. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.
