MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY JULY 06, 2011
The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present with the exception of Mr. Hunt. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.  
First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the June 01, 2011 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Jackson to approve. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a discussion concerning the assessment notices. Mr. Quick advised the board that all notices of assessment have been mailed. The last to appeal real property is July 18th and the last day to appeal personal property is July 22.

Next item on the agenda was a discussion concerning the appeals. Mr. Quick

advised that as of Friday July 1st that sixteen (16) appeals had been filed. Twelve more appeals were filed Tuesday July 5th.

Next item on the agenda was an update on the 2011 digest. Mr. Quick advised the Board that the tax commissioner has requested an extension to file the digest until September 01, 2011. There has been no confirmation as of today. After a brief discussion, no motions were made and no action was taken.

Next item on the agenda was an educational update. Mr. Quick advised the Board that he and Mr. Hill are schedule to attend the summer conference July 17 thru 21. Mr. Powell and Mr. Hunt are schedule to attend course 1A in Moultrie August 1st thru 5th.

Next item on the agenda was an update on the personal property program.

Mr. Quick presented the Board with a list of accounts to be audited for the current year. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve the accounts for auditing. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.  

There was a brief discussion concerning the 2011-2012 budget. Mr. Quick pointed out that at least for the time being all requested items have been approved with the exception of the travel and educational accounts. 

The requested travel budget was reduced from $5590.00 to $ 3000.00 and the educational budget was reduced from $1990.00 to $1800.00. 

The next item discussed was the AG Technology appeal. Mr. Quick informed the Board that the appeal has been heard by the B.O.E. and that the ruling was in favor of the Board of Assessors that the property is taxable. 
There was a brief discussion concerning the current revaluation project.   An invoice for $9167.00 was presented for July payment. A motion was made by Mr. Carter to approve the invoice less a 10% retainage.  Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.  

Next item on the agenda was the Assessor Certificates. Mr. Quick informed the Board that according to the Department of Revenue, that everyone is certified except Mr. Powell.  Before they will issue a certificate Mr. Powell must attend a 40-hour continuing education class. Mr. Hunt will also need to attend a 40-hour continuing education class prior to August 31, 2011. 

Motion made by Mr. Carter to reschedule the August meeting date from the 3rd to the 10th due to Mr. Powell and Mr. Hunt attending class. Second by Mr. Hill Motion carried.

Motion made by Mr. Hill to adjourn. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.
