CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY JULY 07, 2010

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for June 09, 2010 and June 22, 2010 meetings. Motion made by Mr. Jackson to approve. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried. 

Next item on the agenda was a brief discussion of the 2010 appeals. Mr. Quick stated there were forty-three appeals as of July 02, 2010. No motions made. No action taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning the receiving of certain applications via e-mail or fax. Motion made by Mr. Jackson to table the decision until a latter date. Second by Mr. Hill. All members voting yes with the exception of Mr. Powell who opposed. Motion carried.

Next item discussed was education. Mr. Quick informed the Board that the new course schedule has been posted on line. Motion made by Mr. Powell that the Board draft a letter to the Department of Revenue to request that some future classes be held at the Retreat at Lake Blackshear. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning the May expense report. No motions made. No action taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning revaluations for the 2012 digest year. Mr. Quick advised the Board that as of July 7th he had received only two bids for the project. Closing date for accepting bids will be Tuesday July 13th.

Motion made by Mr. Powell to enter into executive session. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried. 

Motion made by Mr. Powell to leave executive session. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried. 

After leaving executive session Mr. Carter made a motion that the Board members not receive the cola adjustment allowed by the county for the current year. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning the delivery of the 2010 digest to the Department of Revenue. 

Motion made by Mr. Powell to request the County Commission appeal the 2009 ratio study complied by the Department of Audits. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.
