CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS

CALLED MEETING 

TUESDAY JULY 14, 2010

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present.  Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.

First item on the agenda was John Hines request to be allowed to appeal his 2010 valuation on map 2P parcel #40. Mr. Quick advised the board that Mr. Hines was mailed and assessment notice on April 30, 2010. Mr. Quick also stated that the office has no record of receiving an appeal from Mr. Hines. Several conversations have taken place between Mr. Hines and Mr. Quick

concerning appealing the 2010 valuation. Mr. Hines stated to the Board that he was certain he mailed the appeal even though he has no record of his mailing or of it being received by the office.

After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Carter to allow Mr. Hines to appeal his 2010 valuation. Second by Mr. Jackson. Mr. Carter and Mr. Jackson voting yes, Mr. Powell and Mr. Hill voting no. Chairman Hunt voting yes to break the tie. Motion carried. 

There was a brief discussion concerning revaluations bids for the 2012 digest year.  Mr. Quick informed the Board that he had received four bids for the project. Mr. Quick was instructed to contact the two low bidders and set up a meeting with each on Thursday July 29th, 2010.

Motion made by Mr. Hill to leave executive session to discuss personnel matters. Second by Mr. Jackson.

Motion made by Mr. Powell to adjourn. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.
