CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS

CALLED MEETING 

TUESDAY JUNE 22, 2010

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present.  Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.

First item on the agenda was to review and approve the final preliminary consolidation report complied June 21, 2010. These figures will be used for the preparation of the 2010 tax digest.

After a brief discussion, motion was made by Mr. Powell to approve the report. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried. Mr. Quick informed the Board that the Tax Commissioner has an appointment date of July 28 to deliver the final digest to the Department of Revenue. Mr. Quick also informed the board that there are currently 43 appeals pending. 

Next item on the agenda was a discussion of 47 accounts to be forwarded to TBS for our personal property verification program. Motion made by Mr. Hill to submit the accounts to TBS for verification. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.

Next item discussed was the 2009 ratio study. Mr. Quick provided the Board with a copy of the 2009 study. After a brief review and discussion no motions were made and no action was taken.  

There was a brief discussion concerning revaluations for the 2012 digest year.  Mr. Quick informed the Board that he had drafted two different RFP’s for the project. One was for a walk around and the other was for a drive by or street review. The RFP’s have been posted to the county web site and sent to six appraisal companies known to work in Georgia. The closing day for submission is July 13, 2010. 

Mr. Quick informed the board of his meeting with county attorney, Rick Lawson, concerning his opinion of taxability of certain church property. Mr. Lawson will review and send the Board a hard copy of his opinion.

Motion made by Mr. Jackson to adjourn. Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried.
