 MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY MARCH 02, 2011

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.  

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for February 02, 2011 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Jackson to approve. Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried. 

There was a brief discussion concerning the current revaluation project.  Three employees representing G.M.A.S.S. were present, Terry McCormick, Kristi Reese and Tim Ghorley. Mr. McCormick stated that as of February 26, 1393 properties had been reviewed. An invoice for $11,000.00 has been presented for a March payment. A motion was made by Mr. Powell to approved the current invoice for March in the amount of $11,000 less a 10% retainage. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Mr. Quick advised the Board that the mobile home digest has been printed and we have a hard copy in the office.

An invoice from Manatron Inc. for $237.12, (the remaining cost of printing and mailing the personal property forms), was presented for approval. Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve the invoice for payment. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.

There was a discussion concerning the printing and mailing of the assessment notices. Mr. Quick advised the board that it may be cost effective to have Manatron Inc. to print and mail the notices. Motion made by Mr. Powell to research the final cost estimates and try to find funds in other budgeted items to cover cost and request that Manatron Inc. print the notices. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a discussion of the 2011 digest. Mr. Quick advised the Board that the real property review has been completed and that the personal property returns were steadily coming in and being processed. Assessment notices should be ready by the end of April providing WinGap has completed its updates.

Next item on the agenda was an educational update. Mr. Carter successfully completed the Georgia Assessment Administration course held in Tifton last week. Michael Tew is registered to attend course IA in Tifton March 7th thru March 11th. Michael will be registering to challenge the Appraiser I and Appraiser II exams to be held in Atlanta April 12th, 13th or 14th.  Mr. Quick read a letter from Melissa Perry requesting to be allowed to challenge the Appraiser II exam in April. Mr. Quick reminded the Board that she has attempted the exam twice before and did not receive a passing grade After a brief discussion, the Board agreed to allow Melissa to challenge the exam with the understanding that she will bare all the expense of the exam and will not be paid for the day of the exam. Upon successful completion of the exam, she will be reimbursed for her expenses and paid for the day of the exam. There was a brief discussion concerning the Summer Conference that will be held July 17th thru 20th at Jekyll Island. 

The Board recommended that two people should attend the conference and advised Mr. Quick to reserve the rooms as soon as possible. There was a brief discussion concerning Caveat that will be held May 23rd thru 25th in Athens. Mr. Hill, Mr. Jackson and Mr. Quick will be attending. Mr. Powell was reminded that he will need to attend a re-certification course ASAP. It will probably be some time in August or September.   

There was a brief discussion of the February expense report. No motions made. No action taken. 

Mr. Quick advised the board that he has starting working on the 2011-2012 budget. The Finance Department has requested that budget worksheets be completed and returned to them by March 18, 2011.

Next item on the agenda was the approval of the homestead exemption applications.

Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve applications. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the approval of the conservation use applications.

Motion made by Mr. Carter to approve applications pending a review. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried. 

Mr. Quick updated the Board on the status of Mr. Lamar Perlis request for an adjustment in personal property. Mr. Quick stated we are waiting on additional information from Mr. Perlis. No motions made. No action taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning Billy Hobbs’ breech of covenant. No motions made. No action taken. 

Next item discussed was the personal property audit of MBM. Mr. Quick informed the Board that Mr. Barry Adams has been contacted and he informed the office that the information requested has been sent to their tax representatives Duff and Phelps.  Duff and Phelps has forward the information to Traylor Business services and the review is being conducted.

There was a brief discussion concerning the 2011 valuation for Carolyn Welch. The Board agreed to accept her return value of $89,000 for 2011. 

The next item discussed was the Southwest Georgia United Empowerment Zone, Inc. and the Rural Community Improvement Corporation Inc. They are both requesting tax-exempt status stating they are charitable, non-profit organizations. The Board agreed to ask the county attorney for guidance.

The Board agreed to have a called meeting Monday March 14th  to review and adopt the 2011-2012 budget.

Motion made by Mr. Powell to adjourn. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried
