MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY MAY 04, 2011
The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present with the exception of Mr. Powell. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.  
First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the April 06, 2011 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning the 2011 digest. No motions made. No action taken. 
Mr. Quick advised the board that as soon as Wingap updates the software we should be ready to mail assessment notices. Motion made by Mr. Carter to mail the notices as soon as the WinGap program is verified to be working as it should. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was an educational update. Mr. Quick, Mr. Hill and Mr. Jackson are registered to attend Caveat May 23rd thru May 25th in Athens. Mr. Quick advised the Board that Michael Tew passed the Appraiser I and Appraiser II exams on April 14th. Mr. Quick reminded the Board that he and Mr. Hill have rooms reserved for the Summer Conference at Jekyll Island in July. 

There was a brief discussion concerning the verification of personal property program with Traylor Business Services. Mr. Quick reminded the Board that no personal property accounts have been sent to Traylor Business Services for the current year. After a brief discussion the Board agreed to resume forwarding account to Traylor Business Services to be audited.

There was a brief discussion concerning the 2011-2012 budget. Mr. Quick pointed out that at least for the time being all requested items have been approved with the exception of the travel and educational accounts. The requested travel budget was reduced from $5590.00 to $ 3000.00 and the educational budget was reduced from $1990.00 to $1800.00. Mr. Hunt suggested that a letter be drafted to the County Administrator, Finance Director, and the County Commissioners outlining the need for the original requested amounts. All Board members agreed.

The next item discussed was the AG Technology appeal. Mr. Quick informed the Board that a June 3rd date has been set by the B.O.E. to hear the appeal.
There was a brief discussion concerning the current revaluation project. An invoice for $9,900 was been presented for May payment. A motion was made by Mr. Carter to approved the current invoice for May in the amount of $9,900 less a 10% retainage.   Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried. 
The next item discussed was the real property return of Phoenix Petroleum. Motion made by Mr. Carter to uphold the current value of $1,750,002 for 2011. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

The next item discussed was the 2011 personal property return of Perils Truck Terminal Inc. by Mr. Lamar Perlis. Motion made by Mr. Carter to review previous returns of Travel America and to allow a 10% residual value for the current year for Perlis Truck Terminal personal property. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning property formerly owned by Folsom Construction Company now owned by RQC Inc. No motions made. No action taken.  

Next item on the agenda was the approval of the conservation use applications. Motion made by Mr. Carter to approve applications. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.  

Next item on the agenda was the approval of the FLPA applications. Motion made by Mr. Jackson to approve. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.
