CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY MAY 12, 2010

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for April 07, 2010 and April 29, 2010 meetings. Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

After a brief discussion it was decided to table the request until the June meeting and request additional information from the association concerning the use of the property.
