MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY MAY 13TH, 2009

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present. 

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the April 1st, 2009 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried. 

The next item on the agenda was the approval of homestead exemption applications filed thru April 1st, 2009. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve the applications as submitted. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the review and approval of CUVA applications.

Mr. Powell made a motion that the applications be approved with the exception of Chris Hamilton. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried. Mr. Powell made a motion to contact Chris Hamilton to inform him he did not send the required recording fee and allow him 10 days to respond. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion regarding the real and personal property returns for 2009.

Norbord filed a return reflecting a reduction for economic obsolesce for both their real and personal property. Motion made by Mr. Powell not to allow the adjustments. Allowing the adjustments would not be fair to other property owners. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried. Motion made by Mr. Powell not to adjust other properties, which were returned at a lesser value simply for economic conditions. However, after a field inspection of the property if conditions exist that justify an adjustment other than economic obsolescence, that the adjustment be made. Second by Mrs. Bishop. Motion carried. 

There was a brief discussion concerning  educational requirements for the remainder year. No motions made. No action taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning the 2009 legislation. No motions made. No action taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning the 2009-2010 budget. Mr. Quick was instructed to draft a letter to the county commission chairman to be signed by Chairman Hunt concerning the adjustment made to the travel expense. No other motions made. No other action taken. 

There was a brief discussion concerning the Office Policies and Procedures and the Office Protocols documents presented to the Board by Mr. Quick. Motion was made by Mrs. Bishop to adopt the Office Policies and Procedures and Office Protocols as submitted. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

There was a brief discussion concerning posting the Boards minutes on the county’s web site. Mr. Powell recommended posting the minutes first on Qpublic and later asking the county to link the minutes to their web site. Mr. Quick said he would contact Qpublic and see what will be required. Mr. Powell also recommended e-mailing a copy of the minutes to all office employees. 

Motion made by Mr. Powell to enter executive session to discuss personnel matters. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Motion made by Mr. Hill to leave executive session. Second by Mrs. Bishop. Motion carried.
