MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY NOVEMBER 02, 2011
The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.  

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the October 05, 2011 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Powell to approve. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.
Next item on the agenda was a discussion of personal property that belongs to Bob Way. Mr. Way has contacted the office several times in 2011 concerning tax bills he has received for property he says he does not own. Mr. Quick advised the Board that Mr. Way had purchased some heavy equipment beginning in 2007. The office received notices from the equipment dealers advising us of the sales. Mr. Way was mailed a reporting form for 2008 and subsequent years.  Mr. Way never made a return for the equipment. The equipment was added to the digest based on the information furnished by the dealers and the U.C.C. statements. Mr. Way was also mailed assessment notices for the equipment each year. No appeal was ever filed by Mr. Way for the assessments. Based on these facts, Mr. Jackson made a motion that the records stand as is for the years involved but remove the property for the 2012 tax year. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried. 

Next Item on the agenda was Mabry Kennedy III marine equipment. Motion made by Mr. Carter to make no change in property for previous years but to remove for 2011.  Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried. 

Next Item on the agenda was George Blampied marine equipment. Request for review was withdrawn.

Next item on the agenda was a request for refund by Beverly Whelchel. Mrs. Whelchel’s residence was assessed with the incorrect square footage. Square footage has been corrected for 2011. Motion made by Mr. Powell to recommend that a refund be made for the previous three years based on the corrected value. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a request by Mr. Quick to clarify in the office policies and procedures the sign-up date for the local homestead exemption. Motion made by Mr. Hill that in order to make application for the local homestead exemption the individual must be at least sixty-five years of age prior to January 1st of the year for which application is made. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a 2011 appeals update. Mr. Quick advised the Board that they are about nine appeals left for 2011.

Next item on the agenda was the Norbord appeals. Motion made by Mr. Carter to use the same inutility formula developed by Traylor Business Services for the years under appeal and to send Norbord new assessment notices for these years. Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried. 

There was a brief discussion concerning the current revaluation project. Mr. Quick advised the Board that as of November 01st 10,000 parcels have been reviewed and the data entry has been completed on just over 6000 parcels. The progress is well ahead of schedule at this point. An invoice for $9166.75 was presented for November payment. A motion was made by Mr. Powell to approve the invoice less a 10% retainage.  Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried. 

Next item on the agenda was the Public Utilities digest. Motion made by Mr. Powell to accept the Department of Revenue’s values and the equalized ratio of 34.81. Chairman Hunt will sign the assessment notices for mailing. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the 2012 personal property reporting forms. Motion made by Mr. Carter to approve the printing contract with Manatron for the printing and mailing at a cost of sixty-six cents per notice. Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried. 

Next item on the agenda was the maintenance agreement with River Valley Regional Commission for the GIS mapping program. Motion made by Mr. Hill to continue the contract with River Valley Regional Commission. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a request for refund by Lamar Perlis on property he thinks was valued incorrectly. Motion made by Mr. Powell to abstain from making any recommendation on this matter to the county commissioners. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried. 

Motion made by Mr. Hill to adjourn. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.
