 MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY NOVEMBER 03, 2010

The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.

First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for October 06, 2010 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was monies turned in to Finance for October. Twenty dollars cash ($20.00), ninety dollars ($90.00) checks for a total of one hundred-ten dollars ($110.00).

Next item discussed was the personal property account of Love Stuff. The current owner, Mr. Roger Welk, has had his accountant, Richard Huckaby, complete a 2009 and 2010 reporting form for the personal property of Love Stuff. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Mr. Powell to accept the figures presented as the taxable values for the years 2009 and 2010. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion Carried. 

There was a brief discussion concerning the September expense report. Mr. Quick presented the board with a copy of the report and stated that we are well within budget for 2010. 

Next item on the agenda was a discussion of the revaluation contract with G.M.A.S.S.  Mr. Quick informed the Board that all parties have signed the contract and work began Monday November 01, 2010.

Next item on the agenda was a discussion of the personal property audit contract with Traylor Business Services. No motions made. No action taken.

There was a brief discussion concerning Ag Technologies personal property audit.

Mr. Powell informed the other Board members that Ag Technologies was a client of his and he would have to excuse himself if any appeal is filed.

Next item on the agenda was a request for refund of taxes by Robbie Briggs. Ms. Briggs has been assessed for a well on her property for a number of years. She states in her request that there is not a well there and has not been for as long as she has owned the property. Motion made by Mr. Powell to recommend to the County Commission that a refund be granted for the past three years. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was a request for refund of taxes by B-Lyon Construction Company. Mr. Quick informed the Board that the property was re-assessed in 2008. An assessment notice was mailed and no appeal was filed. Motion made by Mr. Carter to recommend to the County Commission that the request be denied. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Next Item discussed was the settlement of the CSX Railroad appeal. Mr. Quick informed the Board that the courts have settled the appeal and the the documents  have been sent to the Tax Commissioner to process the adjustments.

Mr. Quick provided the Board with a copy of  the proposed new assessment notice which will be required  for 2011. 

Mr. Quick advised the Board that Frank Simmons, with the Department of Audits, has been here the past few days collecting data for the 2010 ratio study.  

Motion made by Mr. Hill to adjourn. Second by Mr. Jackson. Motion carried.
