MINUTES

CRISP COUNTY BOARD OF ASSESSORS 

WEDNESDAY OCTOBER 05, 2011
The Crisp County Board of Assessors met with all members present. Tim Quick, Chief Appraiser was also present.  
First item on the agenda was to approve the minutes for the September 07th, 2011 meeting. Motion made by Mr. Hill to approve. Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was Mr. Chuck Vrshek with Traylor Business Services updating the Board on the Norbord appeal. Mr. Vershek stated that there were nine items in the he appeal that he addressed and there was also a question of economic obsolescence. After a brief discussion, Mr. Vershek requested that the board approve the revisions made in the report and to approve the inutility penalty as presented. Mr. Carter made a motion to accept the revisions and the inutility penalty as presented. Second by Mr. Powell. Motion carried.  

Next item on the agenda was a 2011 appeals update. Mr. Quick advised the Board that October 17th, 18th and 20th will be the next round of appeals to be heard by the Board of Equalization. 

There was a brief discussion concerning the current revaluation project. Mr. Quick advised the Board that as of October 01st 8750 parcels have been reviewed and the data entry has been completed on just over 5500 parcels. The progress is well ahead of schedule at this point. An invoice for $9166.75 was presented for October payment. A motion was made by Mr. Powell to approve the invoice less a 10% retainage.  Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried. 

 Next item discussed was educational requirements. Mr. Quick informed the Board that Michael Tew has retaken the appraiser II exam and received a grade of 82.There was a brief discussion concerning the Boards educational needs. Motion made by Mr. Powell that Mr. Quick prepare and educational calendar for the Board outlining the dates required for each Board member to complete courses required to remain certified. Second by Mr. Hill. Motion carried.

Next item on the agenda was the 2011-2012 personal property verification contract with Traylor Business Services. After a brief discussion, Mr. Powell made a motion to accept the contract as submitted. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried. 

Next item discussed was a request for refund for James and Billie Smith to allow for a refund of property tax. They have been assessed for several years for having four bathrooms when there is actually only two. The additional value was $937. Motion made by Mr. Powell to recommend a refund be issued for 2009 and 2010. Second by Mr. Carter. Motion carried.

Mr. Quick advised the Board that the budget that was approved prior to July 01st, 2011 is the current approved budget we are working under. 

Next items discussed were the NADA and the ABOS pricing guides. Motion made by Mr. Carter to adopt these guides as our official pricing methods for mobile home and marine equipment for 2012. Second By. Mr. Hill. Motion carried.
