The Local County Exemptions supersede the state exemption amount when the local exemption is greater than the state exemption.   

Dade County has such an exemption: Dade County has a Local Homestead Exemption which is available to homeowners who have an annual income not exceeding $15,000 (homeowners who are 70 years of age or over on or before 01/01 of the year in which application for exemption is made).  Social Security income and certain retirement income is excluded from the calculation of the income threshold.  This exemption exempts county taxes only, and can be for the primary residence and up to 5 acres on the homestead property.

Dade County has a local exemption for 65 and older for school M&O relief.  The primary residence and up to 5 acres will be exempt from school tax.  Applications are accepted in the same time frame as state exemptions.  Homeowners must be 65 or older by 01/01 of the taxable year, and there are no income requirements for this exemption.
Dade County has a Value Freeze: H.B. 918/919 allows the taxpayer to freeze the assessment, based upon the previous year value, on homestead property.  This is for county and school purposes on your primary residence and up to 3 acres. There are no age or income requirements for this exemption.
