The Garfield County Board of Commissioners has the authority to adopt floodplain management regulations and
measures to reduce flood losses pursuant to Title 82 Section 1601-1620, of Oklahoma Statutes; and is hereby granted the
authority to adopt, administer and enforce floodplain management regulations within the limits of the un-incorporated portion
of Garfield County, except the portion(s) of the Garfield County already being managed by municipal, joint municipal/county,
or other existing planning commission at the discretion of the Garfield County.
